�  Grooming – How to groom a Newf. Combing out your dog, trimming feet, ears and chest. 
 
�  Tracking – Learn what it takes to train your dog in the area of tracking articles and scents. 
 
�  Obedience – What your dog will need to know in order to pass the basic control portion of NCA Water 
and Draft tests. Including heeling off lead, recall, and down stay. Basic obedience is a must for everyone, 
so enjoy learning what helps to make life with a Newf more pleasurable. 
 
�  Water Work – What your dog will need to know in order to pass the NCA Water Dog and Water 
Rescue Dog Tests.  Including: swimming, retrieving, taking lines out, pulling people and boats to shore, 
directed and underwater retrieves, jumping off the boat. Maybe you don’t have an interest in getting a title 
on your dog; you just want to have fun. Great join in and learn the proper training so that you will have 
hours of fun with your Newf in the water.
